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My lesson plan borrowed concepts from the Double Plan article and from Zoltan's lesson plan.  The goal of borrowing these elements was to focus more on what the student would be doing during the class, with specific attention to making sure that the students got up and moved around.  So I constructed a T- chart with one side for what the teacher is doing and the other side for what the students are doing.  On the students' side I also included modalities, as suggested by Zoltan's model, which included audio, visual, and kinesthetic. I also posted the times for each portion of the class, as I have seen throughout the odyssey, our class, and all HTH functions.  


The class was divided into two parts, the first being a sort of gallery walk where the students looked at pictures and artifacts of manmade objects that they considered to be 'beautiful works.' Pieces of paper were taped to the desks and the students had to comment on objects they felt a connection with.  The second part of the class was a brainstorming activity inspired by a short 3 minute TED talk.  We paired, then shared and came up with a list of our 100 best ideas.

Reflection:  


The lesson went extremely well.  Looking at it all from a student's point of view was particularly helpful.  I was particularly mindful of exercises that had them sitting still for extended periods of time in the same seating configurations. I wanted them up and about and mixing it up. 


Also, writing the time (ie '1225-1230', as opposed to '5 minutes') was helpful.  Thinking about the amount of time for each activity made me keep the lesson moving forward, the goal being to avoid flat spots or the potential of losing students' short attention spans.  It was also helpful in planning the lesson.  It made the time pass smoothly with nice transitions in between activities- even moving the desks around allows students to move about, chat, and take a mental break. 


Having a short video worked well.  A longer one may cause a few students' minds to wander.  The video was funny and engaging as well as moderately profound.  It was a great springboard to our section on brainstorming ideas.  And, as I was in the odyssey, the students are duly impressed by the variety and quantity of great ideas gathered in such a short time with relatively little stress!


There was no significant change that I would make to the lesson plan itself although I did think of a part of the lesson that I would have altered, slightly.  Therefore, I may add a space for reflections and notes for next year.  If I don't write these things down in a timely fashion they will inevitably be wholly forgotten!
