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A new and improved reading strategy that I implemented recently, in my 9th grade physics class, was a modified form of 'shared reading.'  During a group critique of recent project entitled “Modern Physics for Modern Kids” I had the students work in groups of four and take turns reading their works aloud.  This offered the author both an audience, a chance to be heard, and the opportunity to receive feedback from peers.  I think this proved to be a valuable exercise on many levels.  Firstly, the author was able to see if the work read smoothly from beginning to end and I think reading out loud was critical.  Secondly, receiving kind, specific, and helpful feedback is always beneficial.  The author gets ideas on how to improve his/her work.  The critiquers also, via the act of critiquing, covertly analyze their own work perhaps without even realizing it.  I provided an outline of areas of focus for the critiquers, mainly to help them remain focused on content.  However, many received valuable input concerning  the nuts and bolts of the project, such as vocabulary, sentence structure, and formatting.  All in all, it was a useful/successful operation.  It also saved me, not being one to avoid pointing out the obvious, from a round of editing.
