PROJECT DESCRIPTION

BIOGRAPHY/TAPE ART

MR. VETTER-HTHNC-PHYSICS

OVERVIEW: Students will be able to choose a famous physicist and prepare a biographical presentation to share their findings.  Many of these physicists have led exciting and incredible lives and I want this to be displayed during these presentations.  Students will work in groups of four.  Each group member is responsible for a role in the project.  These roles must include: 1) Biographer- with a focus on the physicists' scientific contributions,  2) Biographer- with a focus on the personal life of the physicist, and 3) Artist- responsible for constructing a portrait of their physicist using masking tape as a medium, and 4) Student Choice- students may choose an alternative means of displaying information about their physicist.  These may include: movie, poster, comic strip, puppet show time lapse of creating tape-art, etc.  

ESSENTIAL QUESTION: What do we really know about these heroes of physics?

STUDENT OBJECTIVES: 

1) Understand the accomplishments of their physicist

2) Research the personal life of their physicist

3) Create a beautiful portrait  of their physicist using 'tape-art.'

4) Present their findings to the class in a creative and effective manner

BENCHMARKS:

Benchmark #1: Rough Draft of both research papers, find photo of physicist that you connect with, write commentary on how you want your portrait to look like, create sketches.  Present ideas for your student choice aspect of the project for approval.  Fill out team rubric for assigned roles, duties, and responsibilities.

Benchmark #2: Layouts, second drafts of artwork.  Detailed outlines concerning both biographies are due.  Walking tour of artwork including a critique session. 

Benchmark #3: Meet with each group to monitor their progress to ensure they will be adequately prepared for presentation.  Have them practice their presentations and self critique.

Benchmark #4: Final Presentations, 10-15 minutes per group.  Have students fill out critique forms directly after each presentation.  

Benchmark #5: Student Exhibition of finished Tape-Art pieces.
